What we did 

The projects are intended to help the women and the children, mainly in the field of the health and the women's rights. The project answers definite needs and urgent and the request of the collectives of women of the villages. One of our members went to Mali 2 times. Sister Suzy, our contact in Mali came to visit us in June 2008. 

The hospital of Koutienzo (Suzy Sister) does not have sufficient drinking water for its patients and especially for its care with for consequence that the patients suffer of dysentery and by lack of drugs they cannot be cured and die.

Our objective: to provide a pump-filter that treats non-drinking water to make it drinkable.
Why we did it 

We were informed of the work of Suzy Sister at the time of a conference given by a member of the Rotary Tienen who got to Mali several times. Then, one of our members got the occasion to take part twice on the missions. In June 2008 Suzy Sister got back to Belgium and came to speak in person about her many projects. With here we have a trustworthy person in the spot that is implied in the project. We estimate that this project answers exactly the goals and values defended by SI.

How we did it :

We will spent the benefit of our evening (next March 20) organized especially for that to the purchase of the pump. We hope to have enough In order to get the pump to Sister Suzy this year. At our statutory meeting of June the creator of the pump will come to explain us how it works and how to use it. 

Part III Outcome and recommendations
Our club hopes to have contributed to the improvement of the conditions of the women and the children. This project lies perfectly within the scope of national project H2O like in the European project. This pump will be placed at the disposal of the dispensary managed by Sister Suzy. A kit of repair is envisaged at the time of the purchase of the pump.
