Excavation of a well with a manual pump for the Maïsha Estate, situated in the suburbs of Lubumbashi in the Democratic Republic of Congo, where the cadastral survey office has granted permission for 45 plots to be purchased at a cost of USD 850, mainly for the staff of the CMC (Medical – Surgical Centre) of the Forrest Group.

The owners, mainly male & female nurses and medical assistants must use these plots, that is, build at least a small house, before May 2010.  If they do not meet this deadline, they will have to return the land to the State, thus losing the money they paid for the plot.
Whence came the idea of supplying and installing a well on the Maïsha site, in order to enable all the plot owners to build their houses and to enable their families to have accss to drinking water in a secure way.
The problem for the house building is the lack of water.  There is no water on the Maïsha site; there is only a little stream, the Karavia, which flows nearby, but the very steep banks make it hard to access.
We therefore had the idea to buy a plot of land in order to build a well, facilitating the building of houses and to enable those who have purchased plots to use and keep them.
The land identified for the well is ideally situated, at the intersection of a small road and a path which will over time be widened to provide access for vehicles.
The land contains a termite mound which will be used for the construction of bricks.
One of the members of Val Brabant – Waterloo SI, who was born in Congo and with close links there, began the project by buying the plot of land in her own name at a cost of 2,500 USD.  This is evidently a strong guarantee for the project.
We believe that this project must make the well accessible to all, without cost and in complete safety, and that it must remain in good functioning order for many years, being maintained and repaired when necessary.
This is why we have selected a manual pump with a simple mechanism, that can be easily repaired, with a depth of 50 metres so that sufficient quantities of high quality drinking water can be obtained even during the long dry season.
We then approached the African Benedictine Sisters of the Saint Sauveur Monastery in Lubumbashi, asking them to provide oversight for our project.  They showed great enthusiasm for the project and accepted this responsibility.  They already have many of the necessary pre-requisites: brick moulds of various sizes, experience, and labour (very important).
This is a sustainable project, since when the well has been completed other aid will follow.

Val Brabant – Waterloo SI, part of the Belgian Union of Soroptimists, has provided 4,000 euros for the construction of the well, from its on-going fund-raising activities.

Madame Colette Pollet, member of Val Brabant-Waterloo SI, financed the purchase of the plot of land, at a cost of 2,500 USD.  The ownership of this land has been officially transferred to the African Benedictine Sisters of the Saint Sauveur Monastery in Lubumbashi.

This project is only a beginning as it will be necessary to provide assistance for the building of the Health Centre and the plantations mentioned above.

The finance provided by Val Brabant Waterloo SI comes from our activities, for example :

· Organisation of a golf competition in May 2009, from which we made 10,000 euros, and the profit also from our ‘Open Doors’ meetings for members and their friends.

· Christmas Market

· We also wish to note that without the help of one of our club members, Madame Colette Pollet, who personally purchased the plot of land in order to start the project, this project would not have been feasible.
