Describe your project

(1) What you did, (2) Why you did it, (3) How you did it, (4) Results and recommendations
(1)Since 1997 Amalgache has a dental and more recently also a medical humanitarian project in Ambalavao , Madagascar  Ambalavao is a urban community of 12000 inhabitants of which only 35 % has access to drinking water . We start a project to build water fountains  and wells  to serve the 2 out of 4 communities who don’t have access at all to drinking water

(2) Since only 35 % of the population has access to drinking water , there is a very high rate of water-related illnesses like diarrhea , parasitosis and dysenterie , and their consequences . For exemple : diarrhea is the most common cause of mortality with children under the age of 5. Mostly women and children are concerned since one of their daily tasks is to search for drinking water , which takes them several hours every day . So children aren’t going to school and women do not have time for education or to go to work .

(3)Since this is a big project we are working together with 5 SI clubs and the Rotary District 1620 of the same region. Because I’m going to Ambalavao since ten years now , we have developed a network of people on whom we can count on , under the leadership of Madame Lechat-Ramampy Marie-Zénaïde , who is the vice- Presidents of the National Assembly.
