(1) We organized 2007+2008 a “brunch” and invited vriends to participate and sponsor our project and sold on Easter choclat

egs and cheese to collect money for the children and women in a village in Uganda near the region of Lugazy / Bugiri. 

(2) We tried to motivate our members and all our vriends to take a moment of their time to think and realise how easy life is for us.  We should try to share with women and children in Uganda.   The village of Bugiri where we have connections trough a volunteer worker with a NGO organisation : Youth For Africa Foundation. This volunteer worker a young woman of 28 years, medical nurse, of our region Land van Waas St-Niklaas,  is already the 6th term in Africa and has lost her hart there.  She returns as soon as she has enough money saved to be able to work as a volunteer for the “Global  Volunteer Network” organisation.  This organisation has been founded specially to help women and children of Uganda and works together with YOFAFO.   Gudrid, our young nurses motivation is to help espessially women and children for their education, give help and  information about sanitation and medical problems as AIDS / HIV virus and other prevention programs of health and learning progresses and especially to lead them to be indipendant later on.  Help women hoe are victims of wars left back in  destroied villages where many children without any family are left behin forgotten and which al are depending on them.  They are most grateful for the assistance they get and develope hope again.

(3)  Al the members of Club Land van Waas have contributed to sell tickets to join us on the “traditional spring brunch” and also have been able to sell many choclat egs during the Easter period with the initials “Soroptimist Club Land van Waas for Children of Uganda”.  

(4) Results have been that Soroptimists of Land van Waas  and friends have contributed and realised whith distribution of a presentation of the project that it would be best to follow up this project a few years, reason : we have a personal contactperson, we can also follow up the project trough newsletters with photo presentations of the evolution of constructions of school and other items. This project hase been chosen “Action Fonds SIB 2007”.  We are able to help this volunteer work more than one year.  We have been very lucky to receive this price and  we therefore can optain our goals.  This will be a second experience of our young club to help in a “far away” country.  Previous experiance “Nepal Orthopaedic Hospital” which we helped together with others  to establish and also lead to selfsuporting in a 8 years work also by personal contacts.  We have already taken responsability and have sent a fist invoice .  Our donation has been mentioned  in the newsletter of YOFAFO of the month may 2007 as follows :  “Soroptimist members Club Land van Waas have given a donation of a big amount  for construction of school and clinic and construction of sanitation place.  Soroptimists are represented in Uganda in the region of Lugazy by us  and will therefor be more known which is also a demand of SIB/E.
