(1) What : we organize every year february/march/april a sensibilisation day  project “Organdonation” for all schools, students,

teachers, teacher school, medical nurse school.  First organisation march 2004 – continuing projet - next  april 2008 
( 5 years continuity on demand of directions of  8 secundary high schools of al education levals for 16 – 18 years).
(2) Why: 1st motivation : Dr.Eliane Lagasse president SIB 2002-04 promoted this project on National bases.  2nd : personal experience of a member of Club Land van Waas,  contacts with :  Dr.Hilde Franckx, Soroptimist Club Oostende, director of Children Hospital for Mucoviscidose De Haan and Prof.Jan Lerut, director transplantation unit UCL, hoe was occupied on his own to inform young people.  That is te reason why we where motivated to start a programme for young students of 16 – 18 years and learn them to have a open free mind on this subject.  The Belgium law is very clear about organ donation:  OPTING OUT, every citycan is donor if he has not made a deniing decleration in a community administration.    Young people have to be aware of this law as they are the target group. Doctors experienced that people/family are not aware of this law sensibilisation is important.  A difficult subject to deal with  at a moment of greave and loss. 
(3)  Prof.J.Lerut gave us hints how to achieve results for the project with students of 16 – 18 years.  The aim was to make  connections with directors of schools.  2 directors are members of Rotary Clubs and are willing to help us.  We decide to start the project together and build a commission “organdonation”.  This decision has been a succesful formula.  They on their behalf where also motivated by realise a pedagogical group of teachers biologie/religion and who will collaborate and start to create a lesson package acompagnied by and based on a CD rom of Prof.Jan Lerut.  We therefore had also connections not only with our region, but also with the province and all the SIB clubs.  How we contribute as Soroptimists :  we are responsable for the logistiek and financial part of the organisation.

(4) 1st Results:  a tradition to sponsor this action.   Every year we have a participation of 1000 studends of all schoollevals. According to the education leval,  we offer them information by specialists. Informations about medical technical items, Prof.J.Lerut and Dr.H.Delport is always present on the team,   ethical information by a women neurologist, Dr.Chris Jadoul, persons transplanted and family of deceted of organ donation are present as witnesses.  Students can have contact with all participants in a interactive way. 
(5)2nd Results:  logistical and financial sponsor  on the pedagogical group of teachers and inspectors to create a lesson package for teachers biologie/religion which is distributed in all schools of Belgium and which is recently,  april 2007,   recommended to use by higher official administration of the kath. education net of Brussels/Belgium.   Posters and other  didactical material is printed for sensibilisation. 3rd Results: logistiek help and sponsoring the speakers and witnesses on official provincial supplementary teachers education days biologie/religion. Recommandations where: to let contribute al clubs of Belgium to get al material to be able to contact schools als we do in our region.  Club Land van Waas is contributing to optain this goal and has the partnership of the National Board of Belgium and a commission specially desinged trough them for that purpus.  As our project “Organdonation” is a highly actual item on the media and will be our companion for life in future as a major subject,  ethically, human rights have to be respected, medical & science research and education will be extreemly important. Young peopel are living daily with internet.   We have to be aware to give correct information  which  is absolutely necessary.  Soroptimists are recommended to be every year present in the mind of  adolescents and young adults in connection with information about Organdonation and will therefore be better known and be the promotor for solidarity  and make things happen to change mentality  to think and talk about this item with family and friends.
